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Federal Regulations

“Motor Fuel” means petroleum or a petroleumpetroleum-- based based 
substancesubstance that is motor gasoline, aviation gasoline, No. 1 or 
No. 2 diesel fuel, or any grade of gasohol,or any grade of gasohol, and is typically 
used in the operation of a motor engine.

Delaware’s Regulation effective January 2008



“Regulated Substance” means:
(a) One percent (1%) or more by volume of a hazardous substance as defined by CERCLA

(b) One tenth percent (.1%) or more by volume of a carc inogen as defined by IRISOne tenth percent (.1%) or more by volume of a carc inogen as defined by IRIS

(c) Petroleum, including crude oil or any fraction thereof, including without limitation  petroleum and substances containing petroleum comprised of a complex 
blend of hydrocarbons derived from crude oil through processes of separation, conversion, upgrading and finishing, such as Motor Fuels, Motor Oil, Heating 

Fuel, residual fuel oils, lubricants, petroleum solvents, Used Oils, and biodiesel; and biodiesel; and 

(d)(d) Alternative fuels including but Alternative fuels including but
